Bystander Administration of Naloxone Recorded on
New Orleans Emergency Medical Service (NO-EMS) Calls.

· In the first nine months of 2020, there were 1,179 NO-EMS service calls in which naloxone was administered to the patient. On 49 of these calls naloxone was first administered by someone other than NO-EMS, the Police Department, or the Fire Department, i.e., by a “bystander.” 

· The 49 bystander naloxone administrations in the first nine months of 2020 are over twice the number (22) of bystander administration for all of 2019. While bystander administrations represent less than 5 percent of administrations recorded by NO-EMS, this proportion has increased from 2019 to 2020.
